The Minutes of the Annual Meeting of Berrow Parish Council held at Berrow and Pendock Village Hall on Wednesday 24th May 2023 at 7.30pm.

In attendance: The Clerk and 1 member of the public.

There were no matters for discussion before the meeting so no adjournment for the discussion of views.

1. Election of Chairman: Cllr Ruth Coates was proposed by Cllr Samsonoff and seconded by Cllr Macleod. There being no other nominations Cllr Ruth Coates took the chair and signed the Declaration of acceptance of office.


2. Apologies: Cllr John Dudfield.


3. Election of Vice-Chairman: Cllr Thompson offered to take up the role, he was thanked for this and was proposed by Cllr Samsonoff and seconded by Cllr Coates.


4. Declaration of interests:
a. Register of interests: Councillors were reminded of the need to update their Register of interests and as it is Election year, the Clerk to send this form to all Councillors to complete, sign and return to her to forward to Malvern Hills District Council as soon as possible.


5. Minutes: The minutes of the Annual Parish Council meeting held on 10th May 2022 was approved and signed by the Chair.


6. Finance report: 
a. The annual Governance statement and financial statements for the year ending 31st March 2023 were approved by the Council.
b. The above statements were signed and the “Public exercise of rights” will be posted on the noticeboard directly after the meeting.


7. Election feedback / Vacancies and potential Co-option. The Election had taken place on the 4th May and all the Election forms required by law to be handed to Malvern Hills District Council had been completed, checked and accepted. The Chair checked that the expenses forms that had to be handed in by 1st June 2023 by each Councillor personally had been done, they had. It was also noted that Jennie Watkins had been voted in as the new District Councillor for the Longdon Ward. Janice Kennedy had sent in an application form to join the Council; she was thanked and was co-opted onto the Parish Council which was proposed by Cllr Coates and seconded by Cllr Samsonoff. The Declaration of office was signed and Janice was welcomed on to the Parish Council. Clerk also to send her a Register of Interest form to complete and return as soon as possible along with any other necessary paperwork. This now means that the Parish Council have filled all but one vacancy, of the 7 allowed. An Ad will be placed in the Parish magazine in the near future and Councillors were encouraged to keep talking to any potential people who have shown an interest.
